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The YWCA Kids & Co. Early Care and
Education  Program
provides childcare
and an early
childhood curriculum

for children ages six weeks to five years and

before/after school care for children ages five to
twelve years. Also offered is an educationally
focused kindergarten-readiness program for four-
year olds. The child-based center is a New York

State licensed program. Our hours of operation

are from 6:30am-6:00pm, Monday through Friday.

The YW Camp Lakeside Summer Program  on
Chautauqua Lake is open to
boys and girls ages 6 to 12
years. Activities include
swimming, photography,
archery, fishing, boating, sports, gardening, and
cook outs. The program runs through the summer
months. Limited Camperships are available.

The Child and Adult Care Food Program
Wm%e (CACFP) is a program whereby
g éfamily daycare providers and
informal providers receive money
reimbursement for meals and/or snacks meeting
nutritional requirements served to children in their
care. The goal of the program is to improve the
health and nutrition of children while promoting the
development of good eating habits and the
advancement of nutritional education.

The Advantage Programs innovative after school
programs here in Jamestown are
taking even more initiative to give our
youth a safe, healthy, and happy
place to be after school. By
partnering with Chautauqua Striders,

the YMCA of Jamestown, Jamestown Public

Schools, and many community partners, we

provide our youth with the tools they need to be

successful in the future.

We have after school programs at Washington
and Jefferson Middle School, and Fletcher and
Bush Elementary Schools. Each of our sites
offer youth opportunities to participate in karate,
videography, drama, arts and crafts, as well as
tutoring, and many special events and field trips.

The Transitional Housing Program’s mission
is to eradicate homelessness
through successful recognition,
intervention and empowerment.
The program provides interim
housing, education and supportive
services to women with children,
pregnant teens, non-custodial mothers and
individual women. Services are offered to
homeless women 16 years of age and older.
Length of stay can be up to two years, with after-
care services available upon leaving the
residency. A comprehensive community living
environment with extensive case management
offers residents the opportunity to identify and
address their individual needs and goals toward
healthy and independent living. Program staff
work together with community service providers
to facilitate life skills and self-improvement
workshops, career readiness instruction, support
groups, and general supportive services. Staff is
also active in the community to provide
awareness and education about issues that
impact the homeless populations.

The Racial Justice Committee (RJC) was

e formed in 1996, in response to the

Y
YWCA's “one imperative.” This part
of the agency’'s mission statement
states that the association will thrust its
collective power toward the elimination of racism
wherever it exists. The goal of the RJC is to

promote awareness of racial justice and to

develop strategies to eliminate racism in our
community. The committee is comprised of
volunteers who plan and implement a variety
of initiatives. These initiatives include annual
events, diversity trainings, community
forums, and study circles.

The TEAM Young Father's Program
provides services for young
men who are fathers or fathers-
to-be of a child of a teen
mother, or who are in the role of
father of a child of a teen
mother. Young men, 21 and

younger, are provided with needs
assessments, goal setting, linking to support
services, mentoring, guidance and
assistance with life skills, gaining
employment, transportation and housing and
many more.

The TEAM Program (Teenage Education
and Motherhood) helps
teen mothers graduate
from high school, learn

to parent positively, and overcome obstacles

to personal success for 30 years. TEAM
provides credit classes, academic help, high
quality childcare, social work, and many
support services to build confidence,
strength, and skills. TEAM is a collaboration
between the YWCA and Jamestown Public
Schools with funding and services provided
by several foundations, agencies, and
organizations. TEAM’s exemplary success
may be illustrated by one student's
comments: “TEAM is a wonderful place. |
don’t know how | can thank them for what

they do for me. Because of them, I'm

accomplishing my biggest goal—graduating.”
