The first two 
floors of our Chadakoin building houses the TEAM (Teenage Education and 
Motherhood) program — education, counseling and supportive services for pregnant 
and parenting teens, fathers and their children, and Parents As Teachers — a home 
visiting program for children through 5 years old that provides developmentally 
appropriate interactive parent/child activities.  Our Lake Lodge on Chautauqua Lake 
is home to our summer day camp for boys and girls 6-12 years old.  Other after 
school sites are at Fletcher and Bush Elementary and Washington and Jefferson 
Middle School.  Through these programs we serve more than 1000 families 
annually .  All of these programs provide important and vital services for the families 
in our community.
